Purpose – 

Video communications I is a one trimester course that introduces the student to the complete process of communicating through video.  The students will learn the communication process, camera composition and other techniques directly involved in the planning, production and presentation of effective video communication.  Long-term as well as short term project management is an essential part of the course.  Non-linear, computer based editing will also be a major component of the course.  Projects may include, but are not limited to, television commercials, Public Service Announcements, how-to videos and music videos.  10th – 12th Grades.
